DIABETES AND HEARING LOSS LINK

Many research studies are reporting a link between diabetes
and hearing loss. One study showed a 3% greater chance of
hearing loss in diabetics compared to a similar population of
non-diabetics.

Diabetes may affect the hearing nerve cells and/or the
auditory nerve that carries the sound signal to the brain. It
has been documented that when the diabetes is not being
controlled, as measured by increased creatinine levels, the
progression of hearing loss is more. Another theory is that
the tiny blood vessels in the hearing nerves degenerate
quicker with diabetes.

A study by Salvinelli, etal in 2004 showed that a
well-controlled diabetic with proper medication, exercise, and
management of a proper diet did not have more hearing loss
than their counterparts.

BOTOX FOR TINNITUS ?

Preliminary research by scientists in California suggests that
the popular anit-wrinkle treatment, Botox, may ease tinnitus
(ear ringing or buzzing) symptoms. Strange...

More research is needed to see if this drug will help more
than wrinkles.
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
